          The call to change and to be changed by the grace of God is a major claim of 
the Christian faith.   Our denominationõs òmotto,ó Ecclesia Reformata, Semper Refor-

manda,ó is about change and being changed by the hand of God.   Note: some would 
translate the Latin this way:  the church reformed, always reforming .  That is an er-
roneous and dangerous translation.   That translation identifies the change agent as 
the church, as you and me.   The change and the reforming we want and seek 
comes from  God,  not  ourselves.  We are the church reformed, always being  re-

formed . 
          The call to change and to be changed by God means we are not stuck with 
our lives as they are.   We can be changed by allowing Holy Spirit transform us in 
ways pleasing to God.   Such change, such transformation is the promise God offers 
through faith in Jesus Christ.   It is the experience to be found at the heart of living 

the life of faith.   You may be familiar with another word:  conversion.   Same thing.  

          Of course, some things about us are unchangeable, things such as height, 
age, place of birth, and parentage.   Other aspects of our life can be changed or at 
least modified (e.g., our bodies).   Overall, there is a certain ògiven-nessó to a human 
life.   There are circumstances and conditions we must deal with as they are.   How-

ever,  however  the change most of us seek and care about involve whom we are deep 
down in our soul, in our spiritual DNA.   For Christians, the change that catches 
our eye is being lost to being found, from living the self -centered life to the God -
centered life, from living a life of anxiousness to confidence, from trusting in our-
selves to trusting in the risen Christ.  

          Spiritual change is not only good and desirable, but needed and necessary if 
we are to realize spiritual growth and discern the presence of the risen Lord.   Yet, 

the change He promises and provides is unique.   It is rarely sudden and dra-
matic.   It is often if not always subtle and quiet and persistent.   And it is without 
drama because the human eye is no match for Spirit -work.   Admit it, we miss what 

God is about far too often.  

          Spirit -work change is the headline of the gospel.   It is not announced in 
some fine print.  Change is what Jesus came proclaiming.   For those who needed a 

new start, a new life, a new beginning His news could not have arrived a day too 
soon.   We are not stuck with our lives the way they are.   We 
can  be changed.   Thatõs not a prediction.  Thatõs a promise from One Who was 
changed, changed from life to death and back to life, to new life.   How to 

begin?   Just ask to  be . . . changed .

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PASSION PLAY 2020 
 
 
 

 As the Bubonic Plague swept across the European Continent, the surviving villagers of 
Oberammergau vowed that if God spared them, they would perform a Passion Play once every 
decade.  It is said that not a single villager fell to the plague after that appeal for Divine interven-
tion.  On May 26, 2020, the promise will be renewed as the Oberammergau Passion Play opens 
for 142 performances. 
 
  While the small village in the Bavarian Alps has only 5,100 inhabitants, over 2,000 of them 
will be on stage each day of the 2020 run.  The theater seats about 4,800 and while the stage in un-
covered, the audience is under a cover.  A requirement for participation in the play is that one must 
be a native of the village or have lived there for 20 years with exception of the children.  All of the 
children of the village were in the play in 2010 (450).  The villagers have already started prepara-
tions for their 2020 season.  
 
 The 1920 performances were postponed until 1922 due to the economic conditions and the 
300th Anniversary performances in 1934 were two years after the Nazisô rise to power.  Adolph 
Hitler attended a performance that year and made several recommendations for script improve-
ment.  None were followed and the script remained unchanged.  Costume changes have occurred 
over the centuries but the main male characters still begin growing their beards one year in ad-
vance.  
  
  The play has been tuned and tweaked many times over the centuries.  The music was com-
posed by Rochus Dedler.  The Music Directors tweaked the music in 2010 but did not change the 
grand scope and meaning.  
 
 Travel companies are in the process of receiving their ticket allocations.  All  tickets are in-
cluded in a package tourðsome with a two night stay and some with a one night stay. The 2020 
performances will begin at 1:00PM.  There will be a three hour dinner break.  Dinner will be in-
cluded in all packages. The overall running time for the play is about five and a half hours. 
 
 Waldo Miller, ACC, DS, a MEMBER of the Gifted Travel Network, is beginning to receive 
information on opportunities to attend the 2020 performances.  Should you want to plan to gather 
a group of 20 or more, there are ways to make plans for a custom groupðif you act now.  Major 
travel companies tour offerings be on the market soon.

A Community Conversation will be held on June 11, 2017, to provide an update on 

the sale of the property to Southminster . 
What is a Community Conversation?  A Community Conversation is a Session con-

vened conversation.  The Session holds Community Conversations to facilitate transpar-
ent and effective communication between the Session and congregation.  Each conversa-
tion has no specific agenda, although one subject may prevail at certain times.  Co-clerks, 
Rich Bonnell or Joel Aelick, serve as moderator.   

The congregation is invited to bring questions, comments, complaints, and compli-
ments.  When necessary, the Session may convene a Community Conversation at a specif-
ic time to impart specific information to the congregation.  Each conversation is convened 
after worship, lasts no more than an hour, and is held in the Sanctuary.  The remaining 
Community Conversations for 2017 are: September 17 and November 19.
